1. Sew a 1½" x 8½" sashing strip between 2 matching rectangles. [fig 1] 
2. Repeat step 1 with all matching rectangles for a total of 30 blocks. 
3. Arrange 5 blocks to make a horizontal row, alternating the direction of the block.
Sew a 1½" x 8½" sashing strip between each block to complete the row. [fig 2] Make 6 rows. 
Follow QUILT DIAGRAM for placement. 

ASSEMBLING THE QUILT
4. Sew 1½" x 44½" sashing strip between horizontal rows to connect all rows and complete the 
quilt top. [fig 3] Refer to QUILT DIAGRAM.
5. Add 1½" x 53½" sashing strips to sides of quilt top. Sew a 1½" x 46½" sashing strip to 
top and to bottom. Refer to QUILT DIAGRAM.
6. Layer the backing, batting and quilt top. Baste, quilt and bind.
