A S S E M B L Y  D I R E C T I O N S
BLOCK ASSEMBLY

1. Mark a diagonal line from upper left corner to lower right corner on the wrong side of all Cirrus 2¼" 
squares and Limestone 7/8" squares. [fig 1] 

2. To make the package bows, start with the limestone 2¼" x 4" rectangle. Place a marked (Amber) 2¼" 
square RST (right sides together), on left side of the rectangle with diagonal line going from upper left 
corner to lower right center. Sew on the line. Press seam toward the solid color, trim bottom 2 layers to 
¼" seam allowance. [fig 2]

3. Repeat Step 2 placing a 7/8" Limestone square in the lower left corner on top of the (Amber) triangle. 
Sew on the diagonal line, press seam down toward the corner, trim bottom 2 layers to ¼" seam allow-
ance. [fig 3].

4. Repeat Steps 2 & 3 to the right side of the above triangle to complete package bow. [fig 4]

5. Repeat Steps 2, 3, & 4 with remaining 2¼" x 4" rectangles. Make 8 total: 3 Amber, 3 Lava, and 2 
Shamrock bows.

Cutting dimensions include ¼" seam allowances. 
Note directional fabric when cutting rectangles for packages.

from Lava:
6- 2¼" squares 
3- 1½" x 6½" rectangles
2- 1½" x 6¼" rectangles
2- 1½" x 3" rectangles
2- 1½" x 2" rectangles

from Shamrock:
4- 2¼" squares
2- 1½" x 6½" rectangles
4- 1½" x 4" rectangles

from Limestone:
4- 1½" x 25¾" strips
2- 1½" x 22½" strips
4- 1½" x 6½" rectangles
16- 7/8" squares
8- 2¼" x 4 rectangles
1- 1¾" x 6½" rectangle
16- 1¾" x 2¼" rectangles

iron your fabrics before starting to cut.

6. Sew 1¾" x 2¼" rectangles to each side of the bows made in Step 5.(8 Total) Set aside. [fig 5]

7. The three different size packages are all pieced using the same directions. Follow QUILT DIAGRAM 
for color placement of ribbon and package fabric size. Sew a Blaze 3" x 2" rectangle to each side of a 
1½" x 2" Amber rectangle. (Make 2 sets of each fabric). Sew a 1½" x 6½" rectangle to join the two sets 
of each pieced fabric. Sew Amber bow to the top of package. [fig 6] Repeat using Shoots (3" x 2") and 
Lava (1½" x 2" and 1½" x 6½") fabrics.

8. Make 2 Blaze packages and 1 Shoots package (3" x 4" rectangles) using 1½" x 4" (Shamrock or 
Amber) ribbons to join rectangles. Alpine (3" x 6¼" rectangles) is joined with 1½" x 6¼" Lava rectan-
gles. Cinder (3" x 3" squares) are pieced with 1½" x 3" (Lava or Amber) rectangles. Refer to QUILT 
DIAGRAM for ribbon color placement.

ASSEMBLING THE QUILT

9. Following the QUILT DIAGRAM, arrange packages in vertical rows piecing a 1½" x 6½" Limestone 
strip in between packages of row 1 and 3.  Piece a 1¾" x 6½" between the Alpine and Blaze packages in 
vertical row 2.

10. Refer to QUILT DIAGRAM and sew 1½" x 25¾" strips in between vertical rows. Add 1½" x 22½" 
strips to the top and bottom of wall hanging.

11. Layer quilt top, batting, and backing. Quilt as desired and bind.
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6. Sew 1¾" x 2¼" rectangles to each side of the bows made in Step 5.(8 Total) Set aside. [fig 5]

7. The three different size packages are all pieced using the same directions. Follow QUILT DIAGRAM 
for color placement of ribbon and package fabric size. Sew a Blaze 3" x 2" rectangle to each side of a 
1½" x 2" Amber rectangle. (Make 2 sets of each fabric). Sew a 1½" x 6½" rectangle to join the two sets 
of each pieced fabric. Sew Amber bow to the top of package. [fig 6] Repeat using Shoots (3" x 2") and 
Lava (1½" x 2" and 1½" x 6½") fabrics.

8. Make 2 Blaze packages and 1 Shoots package (3" x 4" rectangles) using 1½" x 4" (Shamrock or 
Amber) ribbons to join rectangles. Alpine (3" x 6¼" rectangles) is joined with 1½" x 6¼" Lava rectan-
gles. Cinder (3" x 3" squares) are pieced with 1½" x 3" (Lava or Amber) rectangles. Refer to QUILT 
DIAGRAM for ribbon color placement.

ASSEMBLING THE QUILT

9. Following the QUILT DIAGRAM, arrange packages in vertical rows piecing a 1½" x 6½" Limestone 
strip in between packages of row 1 and 3.  Piece a 1¾" x 6½" between the Alpine and Blaze packages in 
vertical row 2.

10. Refer to QUILT DIAGRAM and sew 1½" x 25¾" strips in between vertical rows. Add 1½" x 22½" 
strips to the top and bottom of wall hanging.

11. Layer quilt top, batting, and backing. Quilt as desired and bind.
