A S S E M B L Y  D I R E C T I O N S
1. Cut pieces using chart on page 2

2. Cut each square in half diagonally, corner to corner [fig 1a]  

3. Match triangle colors to their mate [fig 1b] according to Q U I L T  L A Y O U T  D I A G R A M . 

Pay attention to direction of fabrics as you go. Use ¼" seam allowance. Press seam.

4. Trim new squares to 7" x 7" [fig 1c]

5. Referring to Q U I L T  L A Y O U T  D I A G R A M  layout out the pieces and then begin to assemble the 

rows [fig 2].

6. Sew rows together as shown, pressing seams as you go. 

7. Layer the backing, batting and quilt top. Baste, quilt and bind. 
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
